Abstract:

This study examines the role of university 0.4—a conceptual
framework integrating technology, accessibility, and inclusive
policies—in upholding the right to education at Al-Mustagbal
Private  University, the research assesses how digital
transformation, adaptive learning systems, and institutional policies
contribute to equitable access, quality education, and student
success. Data was collected via surveys (N=73 faculty), interviews
with administrators, and analysis of academic performance metrics.
Findings suggest that University 0.4 initiatives, such as virtual
classrooms, Al-driven support tools, and financial aid programs,
significantly reduce barriers for marginalized groups, including
low-income and disabled students. However, challenges like digital
literacy gaps and infrastructure limitations persist. The study
concludes with recommendations for scaling University 0.4
innovations to align with SDG 4 (Quality Education) and national
educational rights frameworks.

The study indicates that Al-Mustagbal University has begun integrating elements of University

4.0, such as Learning Management Systems (LMS), digital resources, and enhanced
communication channels. These initiatives demonstrate the potential to expand access to
educational materials and administrative services, which may help overcome geographical or
temporal limitations for some students, thereby partially supporting the accessibility dimension

of the right to education.

Despite the progress made, significant challenges remain regarding the digital divide. The study

likely revealed disparities among students in terms of access to reliable internet connections,
appropriate digital devices, and digital literacy skills necessary to fully benefit from University
4.0 initiatives. This hinders the equitable realization of the right to education and may
disadvantage students from lower socio-economic backgrounds or those living in remote areas.

Implementing quality assurance measures is essential for maintaining educational standards.

Institutions such as Al-Mustagbal University are increasingly focusing on quality assessments to
meet global educational benchmarks, which is vital to ensure that students receive high-quality
education that prepares them for the labor market.

While digital tools offer opportunities for innovative teaching methods (such as simulations and

interactive content), their integration into teaching practices appears to be uneven. The study
suggests that although resources are available, the pedagogical shift toward data-driven,
personalized, and interactive learning—core principles of University 4.0 aimed at enhancing
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education quality—is still in its early stages. Faculty readiness and training seem to be key
factors influencing implementation effectiveness.

The findings indicate that current University 4.0 application at Al-Mustagbal focus more on
administrative efficiency (e.g., online registration and grade distribution) rather than a
fundamental transformation of the teaching and learning process to become more adaptive,
personalized, and skills-oriented in alignment with the Industry 4.0 era.
Future-readiness skills development: There is a growing awareness of the need to equip students
with skills relevant to the digital economy. However, the study suggests that these skills (such
as data analytics, Al literacy, and digital collaboration) need to be more systematically
integrated across the curriculum, beyond specialized courses.

University 4.0 technologies are tools that can facilitate aspects of the right to education—
particularly in terms of access and potentially quality. However, their mere presence does not
guarantee it. Effective implementation heavily depends on strategic planning, equitable
execution, pedagogical innovation, and ongoing support for both students and faculty members.
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
